Discounts for young people with SEND

If your child has an additional or special need, there are various schemes which can help save maoney.

« Merlin's Magic Wand provides magical days out at Merlin Entertainments attractions for children who need them most. The
attractions include: Legoland, Madame Tussauds, Chessington World of Adventures and Sea Life Centres.

« Max Card is a discount initiative for children with special educational needs and disabilities aged 0 ta 25 years. The scheme
enables families to visit hundreds of attractions across the UK at a free or discounted rate. The Max Card webpage has more
information on how to apply.

« The CEA Card provides complimentary cinermna tickets across the UK for carers accompanying a disabled person to the cinema.

« English Heritage offers free entry to companions or carers of disabled people across 400 properties including abbeys, castles and
stately hormes.

« The National Trust issues a free entry card called "Essential Companion card" for carers of disabled people. It is provided to the
disabled person so that it can be used for different carers.

+ The Access Card translates an impairment or disability into symbols that discreetly highlight the barriers a person might face
and the reasonable adjustments they might need. It may also provide access to things like concessionary tickets without having
to provide too much personal detail.
